Supplementary Fig. 1 Hyperoside inhibited Bnip3 expression in TAC rats and AngII-induced H9C2 cells. The heart tissues were collected from the TAC rats treated with 100 mg/kg and 200 mg/kg hyperoside. H9C2 cells were incubated with 1 μM AngII with or without 10 μM hyperoside for 48 h. The Binp3 protein level in heart tissue (a) and H9C2 cells (b) was detected using Western blotting. n=3. *, p<0.05, ***, p<0.001. TAC, thoracic aortic constriction; AngII, angiotensin II.
