	‘An update for tomorrow; If you’re in Sydney, come down to the announcement of my candidate for Cook and the NSW Senate team. The location is as below: Dunningham Park, Kingsway, Cronulla NSW In Front of North Cronulla Surf club at 10:00am Friday, April 26, 2019’

	Call to Action - Fundraising
	Posts aimed at facilitating fund raising. Includes explicitly soliciting donations and providing links to donate.
	‘Volunteer or donate today - onenation.org.au’

	Call to Action - Engagement
	Posts aimed at encouraging followers to engage with the party outside of the aforementioned fundraising or campaigning. This includes encouraging followers to ‘like’ or ‘share’ a party’s posts online, provide feedback in the comments or to sign up to a newsletter.

	Commentary
