


[bookmark: _GoBack]Supplementary figure 2. Effect of buffer composition and pH on yield of proteins extracted from model pâté incurred with 1% of SPI. A. Crude protein. B. -conglycinin. C. Glycinin. Values are the mean  SD of at least two extractions analyzed by triplicate. Bars for treatments not labelled with the same letters are significantly different (p ≤ 0.05). Letters indicate the composition and numbers the pH of buffer. DW: distilled water; P: phosphate; Cit: citrate; T: Tris; B: borate; Car: carbonate. Carbonate buffer was assayed with urea or SDS-DTT. The legend corresponds to the molar concentration of NaCl. Lines correspond to the detection limit of ELISA.
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
