Supplement A – Methods of systematic review
In order to provide a critical overview on SAM, we performed a systematic review according to the PRISMA guidelines.9 We searched Pubmed (without date restrictions) for publications in English with the keywords ‘segmental arterial mediolysis’ and/or ‘segmental mediolytic arteritis’, which resulted in 203 unique records (search performed in September 2022). The search and selection process is shown in Figure A. We excluded reports that could not be retrieved, reports in non-English language, and reports not about SAM. Two independent reviewers assessed all remaining reports for eligibility. Case-reports of single patients were excluded if the case did not meet the diagnostic criteria for SAM as suggested by Kalva et al.(Table 2)26 and/or two independent reviewers agreed that the diagnosis of SAM was highly uncertain (predominantly in case of spontaneous single-artery dissection or single-artery stenosis without other vascular abnormalities and without histopathological evidence for SAM, or in case of evidence for concomitant inflammatory of infectious diseases). We additionally reviewed the reference lists of the included reports to identify other studies, but this did not lead to identification of other studies. As such, 85 articles were included in the present review. Given the large number of case-reports (n=58) only a selection of case-reports was cited in this review (according to the authors’ judgement based on relevance, quality, and originality with regard to the topic). 
In Table 1 we provide an overview of patient characteristics, symptoms, vascular involvement, and outcome of patients with SAM retrieved from original clinical case series with ≥ 5 patients. In order to limit inclusion bias we excluded reports of < 5 patients. One case series (n=6) was excluded as not all cases met the diagnostic criteria for SAM as suggested by Kalva et al.(Table 2)26 and the two independent reviewers agreed that the diagnosis of SAM was uncertain. If duplication of cases was suspected (different series published by the same authors/institution with an increasing number of patients), only the most recent and complete series was included.
