Thank you for taking on board my comments and for making changes that have improved the manuscript. My remaining concern pertains to the absence of quantification and comparative analysis within the paper.
Our response
We appreciate the reviewer’s thoughtful comments that have inspired us to improve the manuscript.

Q1. In Figure 1C and 1E, it is advisable for the author to include a comparison of the LC3B-ACTB ratio between the control and bafilomycin A1 treated groups.
Our response
As suggested by the reviewer, we included a comparison of the LC3B-ACTB ratio between the control and bafilomycin A1 treated groups, and we updated the graph in New Fig. 1C and 1E.

Q2. In order to validate that Annexin A2 overexpression results in an increase in p-HSF1 signals within the nucleus, it is recommended to quantitatively assess the p-HSF1 signal in the nucleus (as depicted in Figure 3C).
Our response
We quantified the p-HSF1 signal within the nucleus and incorporated the quantitative data into New Fig. 3C.

Q3. Figure 4A also requires quantification to provide a more comprehensive understanding of the data.
We provided the quantitative data of annexin A2-ACTB and ATG7-ACTB ratios, as well as the p-HSF1-HSF1 ratio, as depicted in New Fig. 4A.
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
