	Very old breed, originated in the city of Modena, characterized by a small size, elegant shape and many colors. Traditionally utilized for flying sport. Weight: 350 grams.
The Triganino Gazzo has a white body with the head, a portion of the throat, the wings and the tail colored. 
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	Triganino (Schietto)
	The Triganino Schietto, compared with the Gazzo, lacks the white.
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	Italian Owl (Reggianino)
	Breed originated during the XVI century, deriving its Italian name, “Reggianino”, from the city of Reggio Emilia. Characterized by minute body size, a noticeable breast or neck frill. Traditionally utilized for flying sport.
Weight: 280 grams.
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	Italian Owl (Reggianino Rondone)
	The “Reggianino Rondone” differs from the “Reggianino” in the colors and in the slightly bigger size.
Weight: 320 grams.
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	Florentine
	Old breed named after the city of Florence, probably derives through the cross of the Modena Triganino and the Leghorn Runt. It is bigger than the Modena Triganino and the color pattern is similar to that of the Triganino Gazzo. 
Weight: 500 grams.
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	Piacentino
	It was probably created in the XIX century by the cross between the Runt with local pigeons and later improved by crosses with oriental pigeons of the wattle type. Traditionally raised for meat production.
Weight: 800 grams.
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	Runt
	It is one of the oldest known breeds of pigeons. Some authors believe that pigeons reared in Campania region, in Italy, during the Roman Empire, were the progenitors of the present-day Runt. Traditionally raised for meat production.
Weight: 1000 grams.
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	Romagnolo
	Breed originated in the country of the Emilia Romagna region at the end of the XIX century, characterized by a large breast, short wing and tails and is feather-legged. Traditionally raised for meat production.
Weight: 850 grams.
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	Sottobanca
	Originated in the in the XIX century in the country around the city of Modena. Its name means under the bench, as in the past this pigeon was traditionally raised on the ground and build its nest under the bench. Traditionally raised for meat production.
Weight: 950 grams.
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	Italian Beauty Homer
	Breed created at the beginning of the last century, using the Race Homer, selecting birds with a size above average and also characterized by a prominent wattle. Reared for exhibitions.
