	This small story was organised in QSR NVivo 8 under the node ‘self and school’.
	In relation to identity, there was a mismatch between Sara’s self-perception (i.e. that she was excellent at art) and her teacher’s evaluation (i.e. very good). In relation to the emotional tone of the story, linguistic and evaluative devices were identified. In this excerpt she used negative markers, direct speech, lexical choice, a causal marker, and a model verb which reflect that she was unhappy about her teacher’s evaluation. She qualifies this by explaining that the teacher’s evaluation may have been an error. The theme identified in this short story was ‘being assigned by labels’ and her evaluation was negative.
