Fig.S1. The effect of concentration of HRP-conjugated Goat Anti-Human IgG in MAIPA assay for antibody against HPA-3a. Different concentrantions of HRP-conjugated Goat Anti-Human IgG were used in the assay. Control and 03/190 (5 AU) were tested respectively. The results showed that the OD value of 03/190 increased significantly with the increasing concentration of the conjugate. However, there was little change in the control value. According to the results, the sensitivity of the assay can be improved by increased concentration of HRP-conjugated Goat Anti-Human IgG.

Fig.S2. The comparison of HPA-1a antigenicity on platelets of day 1 and day 14. Platelets stored at 22°C with agitation for 1 day and 14 days were used respectively in MAIPA assay for anti-HPA-1a. Different concentrations of 03/152 were tested in each group. The results showed no significant difference between OD values in different groups, demostrating good stability of HPA-1a antigen on platelets at 22°C with agitation in two weeks. 
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
