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1. Study exclusion criteria (continued from manuscript)
History of poorly controlled diabetes mellitus (HbA1c ≥ 9%), hypertension or orthostatic hypotension; history of renal failure (Cr clearance ≤ 30mL/min or hepatic dysfunction (AST or ALT ≥ twice of normal limit); history of urinary retention or urinary stone within last 30 days; history of medical conditions except BPH that may affect LUT (urethral stricture, neurogenic bladder, lower urinary tract malignancy or infectious disease); history of endoscopic/surgical intervention for LUTS/BPH; history of pelvic radiation or diagnosis of interstitial cystitis; history of cardiovascular accidents (≥ NYHA class II) within last 6 months; history of any cerebrovascular accidents within last 6 months; history of diabetic retinitis, vision loss due to non-arteritic anterior ischemic optic neuropathy; diagnosis of active peptic ulcer. Patients were also excluded if they are not medically fit to undergo the trial, judged by their medical examiner.
2. Reasons for excluding those who were randomly assigned to groups from analysis (continued from manuscript)
not taking the study drug (n=2); not taking I-PSS test (n=12); prostate volume < 20mL (n=3); treatment compliance > 120% (n=1); treatment compliance <70% (n=15); taking medications that potentially deviated study outcome (n=6); unmet other inclusion/exclusion criteria (n=12); withdrawal of consent (n=1); presence of an AE significant enough to discontinue test (n=1).
3. Serious or significant AEs reported during the study
A patient in sildenafil 25 mg qd group had diagnosis of biliary cystadenoma and underwent segmental hepatectomy. The event was considered ‘definitely not related’, and he recovered completely. 
A patient in sildenafil 50mg qd group had acute myocardial infarction and stopped taking the drugs, and the event was considered ‘unlikely, probably not related’. He recovered completely. 
A patient in placebo group had a diagnosis of mantle cell lymphoma, which was considered ‘definitely not related’. He was on the road to recovery when this study was completed. 
There was no death reported during the study.
