1. Supplementary Materials and Methods

Tumor-infiltrating lymphocyte sorting

[bookmark: _GoBack]The non-small lung cancer tissues resected from patients were put in cell culture medium and performed immediately. First, the tissues were minced with scissors to small fragments (1 to 2 mm in diameter). Then we added 0.1 collagenase type IV(Gibco) to the fragments in a 50ml centrifuge tube and shaked the mixture at 37℃ for 30 min. The cell suspensions were filtered by 45μm strainer to remove large fragments and centrifuged consecutively at 500g for 30min by Ficoll-Paque Plus(GE). After layering, we absorbed the middle thine layer containing T cells. In order to get more pure T cells, we used CD-3 microbeads (miltenyi 130-050-101) and LS column (miltenyi 130-042-401) to sort the CD3 positive cells according to the product manual.
