Initial evidence for the possible existence of “pulsemes” was gathered by analysing the results of experiments reported by Rabbitt (2002), Scheffers and Coles (2000), Smulders et al (1995), Dehaene (1996), Pessoa and Ungerleider (2004), Jentzsch and Leuthold (2006), Briggs and Shinar (1972), Rodriguez-Fornells et al (2002) and Sternberg (1969 and 2001).
Effect sizes in milliseconds were processed by dividing each by 38, taking the modulus of each result, removing any resulting integers, so as to derive decimal values for each observation that then ranged from 0 to 1 and plotting a histogram of the resulting decimal fractions using bin sizes of 0.1. The initial evidence is shown in Fig. 1.
