
Call for participants in research project:
Perspectives on Research Integrity in Science and Medicine – PRISM

Research integrity and scientific integrity are critical values expected from individual researchers and scientific research organizations, but very little is known about how these notions develop in the lives of individual researchers and what organizational and environmental factors influence them. Can values of integrity, transparency and honesty be taught, learned and nurtured? What are the threats to these values in the highly competitive field of scientific research, fund procurement and publication? We invite clinical researchers (PhD students, postdoctoral fellows and senior researchers/team leaders) to participate in the PRISM research project.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The main aim of PRISM is to explore researchers’ understanding of integrity and how they resolve challenging issues in this area.  To do this, we will conduct short interviews with researchers engaged in clinical trials. The interviews will be conducted in English and in person (or via a Skype or phone call). We will take the utmost care to remove all personal identifiers to ensure the anonymity and confidentiality of respondents given the sensitive nature of some of the topics that might come up during these interviews. We expect the interviews to last 20 to 30 minutes.
