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	Behaviour
	Behaviour definition

	Abdomen vibration*
	The abdomen is vibrated at high frequency.

	Crouch
	Legs and body remain still, legs are tucked up near body (patellae are close to or above body) 

	Grooming*
	The rubbing of legs against other legs or palps, or the rubbing of palps against each other

	Hanging
	Legs and body remain still, legs are positioned away from body (patellae are away from body), suspended by web (more than four legs off the surface of the container)

	Leg-waving*
	One or more legs are extended away from the body (up or out) then drawn back in towards the body, usually repeated many times.

	Running
	Rapid locomotion paired with leg-waving, usually performed around the edges or wall of the container.

	Silk throwing*
	Male's placement of his own web on top of the female web

	Standing
	Legs and body remain still, legs are positioned away from body (patellae are away from body), with four or more legs touching the surface of the chamber.

	Climbing on web
	Locomotion while suspended by web (more than four legs off the surface of the container)

	Web leg-waving*
	Leg-waving while the spider is in contact with the female web

	Web-cutting
	The male spider lifts strands of silk to his mouth with his legs and breaks the strands.

	Walking
	Slow locomotion with four or more legs touching the surface of the chamber.
