Legends to Supplemental Figures

Supplemental Figure 1. Effect of the dual mTORC1/2 inhibitors PP242 and KU0063794 on Akt phosphorylation induced by adhesion to fibrinogen
[bookmark: _Hlk14939511]Washed platelets were preincubated with the reported concentrations of PP242 and KU0063794 for 10 minutes and then let to adhere on fibrinogen for 30 minutes. The phosphorylation of Akt on S473 was analyzed by immunoblotting using a specific anti-phosphoantibody. Non-adherent platelets (NA) was used as negative control and membrane probing with anti-PLCγ2 antibody was performed for equal loading analysis.


[bookmark: _GoBack]Supplemental Figure 2. Contribution of FcγRIIA to Akt phosphorylation in fibrinogen-adherent platelets
Washed human platelets were left untreated or preincubated with 10 µg/ml of the monoclonal blocking antibody IV.3 directed against FcγRIIA. Platelets were then incubated in fibrinogen-coated dishes for 30 minutes. Non adherent platelets were discarded, whereas adherent platelets were lysed using preheated SDS-sample buffer. The phosphorylation of mTOR and Akt was analyzed by immunoblotting with specific phosphoantibodies. Equal loading was evaluated using anti-Akt antibody.
