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To reach consistency in the linking following was agreed:
· Polio survivors experience more often physical fatigue [2]. Therefore, goals related to energy reported by polio survivors were coded b455 Exercise Tolerance Functions. 
· Most accident victims were disabled by spinal cord injury (SCI). People with SCI experiences of fatigue are often related to cognitive and mental causes [3]. Therefore, goals related to energy reported by accident victims were coded b130 Energy and Drive Functions or d230 Carrying out Daily Functions if the energy was according to daily routine. 
· Goals including wording like accept, coping or e.g. handling pain, was coded as a Personal Factor (pf).
· The code d570 Looking after one’s health was coded when the main concept was identified as an active action to looking after one’s health which differs from the psychological handling of e.g. pain. 
· Several goals were wording “guidance in“. It was discussed if these should be coded with for example e355 Health Professionals, but it was agreed that this was not coded. 
· If the main concept could not be identified from the wording of the goal in relation to the rehabilitation plan, the goal was coded not defined (nd).
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
