Exclusion criteria:
i) heart rate abnormalities impeding the analysis of photoplethysmographic waveform variability,

ii) valvular heart disease,

iii) endocrine disorders (except compensated diabetes mellitus in patients with coronary artery disease),

iv) symptomatic hypertension,

v) peripheral microcirculation disorders,

vi) chronic gastrointestinal diseases (hepatitis, gastric ulcer, duodenum disease and cholecystitis), chronic renal diseases and exacerbations of other chronic diseases,

vii) subclinical organ damage in accordance with the criteria described in guidelines [1] (only for healthy subjects and hypertensive patients),
viii) other cardiovascular diseases (only for healthy subjects and hypertensive patients),
ix) previous regular antihypertensive treatment with a satisfactory control of blood pressure within 3 months prior to the start of the study,
x) chronic heart failure (except patients with coronary artery disease with left ventricular ejection fraction more than 50%),

xi) obesity (body mass index more than 30 kg/m2).
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
